Flood affected areas
include Guangdong, Yunnan, Guangxi, Guizhou, Siohtkenan, Jiangsu, Anhui, Hubei, Hunan,
Inner Mongolia, Qinghai, Chongging, Hebei, Shandaig. According to the latest situation, heading
the list of worst hit flood-stricken areas are Cging (Municipality), Anhui and Jiangsu Provinces.

ACT memberAmity Foundation is proposing assistance to 5,000 of the most vabierfamilies in
Chongging Municipality, Anhui and Jiangsu ProvincElse planned emergency relief comprises rice,
quilts, sheets and mosquito nets to 4,000 famiésuld funding be sufficient, a further 1,000
families will also be assisted through rehabilgatprojects including repair to houses, schoolalthe
facilities, water and irrigation systems. Somehef tehabilitation projects might be extended to &fun
and Sichuan, depending on the needs.

1. BACKGROUND OF THE DISASTER AREA

Hunan Province

Hunan, with a population of 66.8 million, is locdte the middle reaches of the Yangtze River. Maamual
precipitation of 1,200 — 1,700 mm with rainfall tween April and June accounting for half of the ainu
precipitation. Dongting Lake to the north of theyince receives water from four rivers including tiang,
Zi, Chen and Li. A thick net of rivers covers threyince with more than 800 branches from the foters to a
total length of 43,000 km. 95% of the towns ardtlari the banks of a river, and one third of thiicate land
is located between Dongting Lake and these rivdusan province is therefore among the areas mosegio
flooding.

Originally, Amity had plans to assist flood affett@ Guizhou, Hunan, Guangxi and Sichuan Provinces.
However, the situation has changed drasticallyc&garly July, areas in the Huai and Yangzi Riystesns
such as Jiangsu Province, Anhui Province and Chingdqunicipality have suffered severe storms resglin
devastating landslides and floods. ConsequenthityAselected Fuyang City in Anhui Province, Huai@ity
in Jiangsu Province and Bishan City in ChongqingnMipality as its main target areas.

Chongging Municipality

Located in the lower middle reaches of the HuaeRiAnhui Province has suffered heavily from theential
rainstorms and consequent flooding since the béggnof July. As of 10 July, to reduce the damag# an
prevent further flooding in the lower reaches & Huai River, Anhui Province opened the flood gat&s nine
floodwater storing areas. From 12 to 16 July theewkevel of Huai River and its branches droppeolwelver,
due to the continual heavy rains, the water lelialse again risen alarmingly. Several dams in thai River
area have sprung leaks and threaten to collap&etifer two floodwater storage areas in Anhui Pnoeiwere
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opened and, in efforts to drain the flood watersemuickly, the Drought and Flood Prevention Heauttprs
decided to increase the level of the waters inJthehanHu floodwater storage area from 0.5 metetsmeter.
However, water in the Huai River and its branclsestill at danger level and people are currentppring to
confront the third flood peak.

Current Assistance Provided by L ocal Gover nments and Amity

The central government has declared that a totaB2f000,000 CNY ( around 30,661,400 USiuld be
reserved for emergency relief. Local governmentselsas relevant social groups and companiesffarént
areas have also provided funds and taken actitireiareas hit by the disaster. These funds anedateto meet
the basic life-saving needs of the flood victims.

Local civil affairs departments activated emergepleyns for disaster relief and quickly mobilizedrets,
tents, food, medicine and other emergency supfdidse affected areas. Communities also startedréising
activities. In the provinces of Hunan, Guizhou, Gg@dong and Guangxi, the work needed now is refatiln.
However, in the provinces of Jiangsu, Anhui andrthumicipality of Chongging, emergency relief and
prevention work are still needed.

Although governments and community groups haveoredpd positively to the disaster, the current felie
response is not sufficient to meet all the needssgat the affected communities back to their nodifeal

Amity has already provided a total of 400,000 CNo(und US$ 52,800) to the Hunan and Sichuan Presinc
for emergency materials, including rice and quiRehabilitation work in Hunan Province is also pied.

As a result of the flooding and landslides, watgry systems have been damaged. Therefore, the
rehabilitation project aims at reconstructing dimgkwater systems in order to provide people wigtae water
and avoid illnesses from drinking unsafe water.
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Irrigation systems, which allow irrigation of crogsring the dry season and help drain the areaaténmin the
case of heavy rain, have also been seriously affeétmity rehabilitation work will help reconstrusbme of
these irrigation systems.

Some schools have been severely damaged or entiaslyed away by the floods. As a result, children a
facing an unsafe situation, as some now have tk loaf distances to reach other schools, whilerstheave
to study in damaged classroom. Consequently, garents prefer not to send their children to scfarathe
moment. Amity will help rebuild some of the primaghools.

Also, in many villages, there is no village climicdoctor to attend to the flood affected. Amigsththerefore
planned to build village clinics where basic metiggvices will be available.

VI. TARGETED BENEFICIARIES

Amity plans to assist 5,000 families, targeting tha@st vulnerable among a large number of peopheéd of
assistance. Amity decided this number taking amosideration capacity of partners and previougeepce as
well as level of funding expected.

Amity will select the most severely affected vikagin co-operation with its local partners who iibvide
access to these people. Amity and its local pastwél ask the affected community to provide a diggion of
each family situation. From there a list of the magnerable families will be drawn. Amity and Itscal
partners make a point of visiting the project arteasssess the disaster situation and the levebwdrty before
deciding which families are in the most need ofstasce.

Criteriaused in the selection of beneficiaries

Families that are among the poorest and unablelfothemselves without assistance from outside.
Evacuated families - families whose house haveaps#id or are so badly damaged that they are
uninhabitable. Tents have been provided to sontieeofamilies while others are living with relativers
neighbours.

Families who lost at least two thirds of their tatps

In distributing the emergency relief material, womehildren and the elderly will be given prioritgsues such
as HIV/AIDS, gender, and the elderly and disabledtaken into consideration during both the assessand
implementation phases.

In accordance with the Red Cross Code of Condelitf tis provided on need alone. Amity takes into
consideration all needy persons regardless ofioaliganguage, ethnic origin or political affiliati.

VII. PROPOSED EMERGENCY ASSISTANCE & IMPLEMENTATION
Goal & Objectives

CRISISPERIOD

RicE
A total of 15 kilos of rice will be distributed #,000 individuals from about 1,500 severely affdcteomeless
and evaluated families. The rice will be from irdgsroduction.

QUILTS
One quilt and sheet per family will be distributed4,000 families. Each quilt is 1.5 meters wid®8, heters
long, cotton wadding and 3 kilograms in weight.

BLANKETS
Around 4,000 families will each get a set of blaisk&@he blankets are each 1.5 meters wide, 1.8rgleiey.

MOSQUITO NET
4,000 families will each get a mosquito net.

Relief materials will be transported from the sugd warehouse to the target townships, and fioene to
each of the target villages. Once there, theyhwdltistributed directly to the individual familie&/hile relief
materials are delivered, beneficiaries will be iigggito sign their name and affix their seals ngérprint on
Amity Relief Material Distribution Registers prepdrbeforehand. The signed registers will then ieipwon
the walls of the villages hall together with theiatance provided and beneficiaries’ selectioredetfor
transparency and accountability toward the popardati

REHABILITATION

If the funding level permits, Amity will select ldiges and families who are the most in need ofhiétaion
support. In Chongging, Anhui and Jiangsu, suppde provided for house reconstruction, rebuigof
schools and rehabilitation of water systems. Huarath Sichuan will also be considered, specifically f
rebuilding of houses and irrigation systems. Sthetmabilitation is planned for Sichuan.

RECONSTRUCTION OF HOUSES

There is a vast need for assistance in term obitadion of houses as the most vulnerable willupable to
reconstruct their homes without help. Amity plamss$sist 500 of the most vulnerable families wliid t
rebuilding of their houses, in Chongging, Anhui diehgsu, and possibly Hunan.

The reconstruction of the houses will follow a stard design. Each house will have a floor spa@dotit 80
to 100 nf and cost about 20,000 CNY (US$ 2,600).

Of the total amount needed to reconstruct a habedpcal government will contribute 3,000 to 5,dDEY
(around US$ 390 — 690). The beneficiary familiek aiso contribute half of the required costs ii&dn to

the materials that will be recycled from the caflag houses. The families will also provide the labweeded in
reconstruction. Amity Foundation is planning toyade 5,000 CNY (around US$ 690) per house.

Families unable to contribute to the funds needembinplete the reconstruction of their home willdinée to
apply for a loan from the local bank. The econoaginditions of the families will be taken into acodto
ensure that the loan will not be too much of a bardn their expenses. The most vulnerable, poaoiiésmuvill
get preferential treatment, such as additional natsupportthrough Amity and the local authorities in order
to be able to complete their homes.

Amity’s implementing partnerwill provide technical expertise and carry out dgyatontrol of the building.
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RECONSTRUCTION OF SCHOOLS

Amity plans to assist the reconstruction of 6 s¢hibaildings in Chongqging, Jiangsu and Anhui, a$ as
Sichuan, using the following design: a floor spatabout 500 i) with a framework made of steel and cement
or brick and wood.

Based on the experience gained from Amity’s ‘Cadkgh School Building Reconstruction Project’, it is
estimated that an amount of 800 CNY (around US$ EX&quired to rebuild one square meter. Local
government authorities will contribute to half betfunds; beneficiary communities will also contitd with a
small amount in addition to the labour and the mi@tetaken from the old buildings. Amity is plangito
provide 300 CNY (around US$ 40) for each squaremet

In order to ensure good progress, the funds wiif be released in stages according to the progrfethe
project. According to its usual practice, Amity ayg chooses the villages which are most affectetidy
disaster and located in remote areas, thus noyalaecessible to outside help.

The schools selected for the rehabilitation projethis appeal are schools which have either beawvily
damaged of completely washed away by the flooding.

REPAIRING/REBUILDING HEALTH CLINICS& HOSPITALS

The aim is to assist the victims of the floods byrg access to healthcare as well as by improtlieg
community’s disaster prevention capacity. Amityr@do assist with the repairing or rebuilding aflidics and
hospitals located mainly in villages in the Chomggimunicipality. The construction will be a floggage of at
least 60 iy with a framework of steel and cement or brick amd. Places will be chosen according to the
level of destruction of the village clinics, as s their absence, and also according to the rindusalth and
medical services. In some of the rural areas, lsecatithe lack of medical facility, people have anly little
access to health care, but also little awarenessmmunity health and diseases prevention.

Based on the experience gained from Amity’s “Vi#a@linic Reconstruction Project”, it is estimateditan
amount of 300 CNY (US$ 40) is required to rebuitte square meter. Amity is planning to provide 300vC
for each square meter. From the funds providedityA a part (around 3,000 CNY) will be taken foedical
equipment, including stethoscope, medicine chest,amd some medicine. The local government will
contribute partly to the reconstruction funds, arnitibe responsible for project management and sigien.

RECONSTRUCTION OF DRINKING WATER SYSTEMS

To address safety issues regarding potable wateity4olans to assist in the rehabilitation of 5 erdcilities
including reservoirs, a net pool, water pipes afeofacilities. For each water facility, Amity wassist with
50,000 yuan (around US$ 6,600). The remaining astiitbe covered by the local governments and peepll
contribute by providing labour. The target placéls e Chongging, Jiangsu and Anhui and are chosen
according to the gravity of the damages.

RECONSTRUCTION OF IRRIGATION SYSTEMS

To enhance the capacity to resume production aral thsaster prevention and mitigation, Amity plémgssist
in the construction and rebuilding of five irrigati and flood prevention facilities, such as irigatand
drainage stations, aqueducts, flood walls and stgpbhese will be chosen according to the gravitthe
damages. Selected areas will be Chongqing, Jisang$inhui, as well as possibly Hunan.

Amity will support several small irrigation systetist cost from 300,000 to 400,000 yuan (around BEE$—
650) for each facility. The price for each aquedacges between 100,000 to 140,000 yuan (around US$
13,200) per kilometre. The price for flood wallsatsout 300 to 400 yuan (around US$ 40 — 50) peremet
Amity will contribute with a total of 100,000 yugaround US$ 13,200). The remaining costs will beeced
by the local authorities. The local people will fidpate by providing labour.
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Procurement:

Relief materials will be purchased locally. In arte ensure the quality and to achieve cost effentss, three
potential suppliers will be invited to give quoté&se choice will be based on a comparison betweergality,
price, supply period and service offered.

Prioritisation:

Should the appeal target not be reached, the fyrioiil be set as follow: distribution of emergen®fief items,
rebuilding of houses, school buildings, irrigatdrannels, and following with health clinics anch#tihng water
systems.

In Amity’s project management principle, relief watoes not simply mean providing materials, money o
other emergency relief items, but also takes iotwsileration the situation of the communities adale.
Amity is operational in many other areas such agaiibon, social services, health, and rural devekm from
China's coastal provinces in the east to the nijnareas of the west. Amity’s emergency relief\atés are
therefore linked with other activities in the areddntervention or with activities/services progiiby the
authorities or other organizations. Issues sudHl®$AIDS, gender, and the elderly and disabledtaken into
consideration during both assessment and implertnamihases.

Amity also supports a participative approach imitsk as it is felt that the beneficiaries themsslhare capable
and should be responsible to help themselves ab amipossible. Furthermore, Amity believes that the
opportunity to participate in project managemenljates the necessary experience for the beneBsii
improve their awareness and ability for communignagement.

Implementation period:

August 2007 to July 2008. The relief distributioitl Y@st for a month, and the rehabilitation phasser the
rest of the period.

VIII. ADMINISTRATION & FINANCE

Administration

Amity Foundation works in close co-operation withIbcal partners. However, Amity is the main ofiata
body throughout the relief efforts. It supervisad anonitors during the whole operation processitoldecks
that the relief funds are used as planned. In dadeffectively implement the relief work, Amity vivork
through a local partner, or set up a project offielich will be responsible for co-ordinating resms. This
partner will provide information on the actual sition in the target areas. It will work with Amity co-
ordinate, design, and implement relief work, angrmcure and distribute relief materials. In therse of
implementation, adjustments will be made basederidedback from the implementation group, consatia
with different sources and first hand informatidstained from the field trips made by Amity reli¢&f.

Finance

Amity Foundation is responsible for managemenheffinances and accounts. In order to ensurelibatetief
funds are used as planned, it has been agreed\wmitly’s local partners that they will pre-finandgetpurchase
of the emergency relief materials. They will thenrbimbursed later by Amity when the relief matertzave
been distributed and when the following receiptgehaeen received and checked.

Purchase receipts (with tax bureau seals) provigetie suppliers which clearly state the total
amount/number, the unit cost and the total coti@bought materials;

Receipts provided by beneficiary townships whigwadly state the total amount/number of the emenrgenc
relief materials they have received (with townslgvernment seals);

Receipts provided by beneficiary villages whichachg state the total amount/number of the emergency
relief materials they have received (with villagevgrnment seals);

Relief Material Distribution Registers with namddtte beneficiary families, number of family mem$er
name and amount/number of assistance items eadly faceives, and their signatures and seals.
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For construction of houses, village schools aridgdtion facilities, it is agreed between Amity atsllocal
partner that funds will be released in stages. Bine of the funds will be released when constatstarts.
Another one third released when construction isdwhe. The last one third will be released whemstiction
is completed and when completion inspection shbwasall technical specifications are met and qgyalit
requirements satisfied.

Jiangsu Huahong Certified Public Accountants willlid this appeal. They follow the procedures and
regulations set by the Central Government. Forstisaehabilitation project, local partners areunsgg to send
an auditor’s report to Amity on the project.

I1X. MONITORING, REPORTING & EVALUATIONS

Monitoring

Amity and its local partners will closely monitdret overall progress of the relief work. One of tireasures
taken to monitor the work is that the beneficianwnships and villages will be requested to makdipie
criteria for selection and assistance, the berafes and the assistance received by each. Furdiney#mity
and its local partners will monitor the relief amathabilitation activities through regular field #$sto ensure that
the funding and relief items are distributed asip&d.

Local partners have been working for a long tim#hvwimity. They are fully aware of Amity’s principteof
project implementation as well as planning, moiipand evaluation systems. These include adhetertbe
Red Cross Code of Conduct and a participatory amprto the projects. Over the past few years, Apuityan
emphasis on strengthening the capacities of itssiaffiand its local partners, in particular on tieic of
PME, on which several trainings were run.

In delivering support to the targeted beneficigriamity and its local partners are concerned alboegting
people’s basic requirement regarding water supptlysanitation, food and nutrition, shelter, heathvices etc
and therefore the Sphere handbook is consultedamgwithin Amity’s emergency response.

Amity puts gender equality as a basic principlésrwork and is aware of the ACT Code of conduction
sexual exploitation and abuse. Amity staff and Adaipartners are aware that their actions areqiaah ACT
International Alliance response to the emergency.
